N THOSE DAYS, as Peter went through all parts of the coun-

try, that he also came down to the saints who dwelt in Lydda.

T THAT TIME, there was a feast of the Jews, and Jesus 

went up to Jerusalem. Now there is in Jerusalem by the 

Sheep Gate a pool, which is called in Hebrew, Bethesda, 

having five porches. In these lay a great mul tude of sick 

people, blind, lame, paralyzed, wai ng for the moving of the wa-

ter. For an angel went down at a certain  me into the pool and 

s rred up the water; then whoever stepped in first, a?er the s r-

ring of the water, was made well of whatever disease he had. 

Now a certain man was there who had an infirmity thirty-eight 

years. When Jesus saw him lying there, and knew that he already 

had been in that condi on a long  me, He said to him, “Do you 

want to be made well?” The sick man answered Him, “Sir, I have 

no man to put me into the pool when the water is s rred up; but 

while I am coming, another steps down before me.” Jesus said to 

him, “Rise, take up your bed and walk.” And immediately the 

man was made well, took up his bed, and walked. And that day 

was the Sabbath. The Jews therefore said to him who was cured, 

“It is the Sabbath; it is not lawful for you to carry your bed.” He 

answered them, “He who made me well said to me, ‘Take up 

your bed and walk.’” Then they asked him, “Who is the Man who 

said to you, ‘Take up your bed and walk’?” But the one who was 

healed did not know who it was, for Jesus had withdrawn, a  mul-

 tude being in that place. A?erward Jesus found him in the tem-

ple, and said to him, “See, you have been made well. Sin no 

more, lest a worse thing come upon you.” The man departed and 

told the Jews that it was Jesus who had made him well.+

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The Days Before Us 
Each Sunday in the Paschal Season is devoted to a particular theme. 

 

The broad theme of the Paschal season is WATER. 

On Bright Monday, for example, it is traditional for Orthodox 
women to ‘sprinkle’ the men (especially the priest) with holy   
water.  

On Bright Tuesday, the men sprinkle the women.  

 

 

2nd Sunday of the Holy Myrrhbearers  

This Sunday commemorates the Myrrhbearing 

woman and Nicodemus and the noble Joseph of 

Arimathea, and how their tears of sorrow were 

transformed into tears of joy. 

There are eight women who are generally iden -

fied as the myrrh-bearers. They are Mary Mag-

dalene, Mary, the Theotokos, Joanna, Salome, 

Mary the wife of Cleopas , Susanna, Mary of 

Bethany, and Martha of Bethany. 

3rd Sunday The Sunday of the Paralytic 

A?er that, the Sunday of the Paraly c, Jesus 

heals the paraly c who laid by the Sheep's Pool 

in Jerusalem for thirty-eight years, wai ng for 

someone to put him into the pool. The first one 

to enter the pool a?er an angel troubled the  

water would be healed of his infirmi es, but 

someone always entered the pool before him. 

Christ is the Source of Living Water.  

The Church reminds the faithful that through 

bap sm in the church we, too, are healed and saved by Christ for eter-

nal life. Thus, in the church, we are told, together with the paraly c, to 

sin no more that nothing worse befall you" (John 5:14). 
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4th Sunday Sunday of Samaritan Woman 

deals with St. Pho ni with whom Christ spoke 

at Jacob's Well from the Gospel of St John. 

Again the theme is the "living water" and the 

recogni on of Jesus as God's Messiah. She 

goes forward to proclaim Christ to the Samari-

tans who acknowledge Christ as the Savior of 

the World! Powerful witness from a sinner 

who was illumined (Pho ni means ’light’) by 

mee ng the Source of Living Water. 

This is a reminder of new life in Christ, of drink-

ing of the "living water," of true worship of God in the Chris an messi-

anic age "in Spirit and in Truth" (John 4:23-24). Salva on is offered to 

all: Jews and Gen les, men and women, saints and sinners. 

5th Sunday Sunday of the Blind Man 

Finally, on the Sunday of the Blind Man, Jesus 

takes dirt and spiOle and gives sight to a man 

born blind, a?er he washes in the pool of Silo-

am (which means ‘sent’).  Jesus takes clay and 

water to heal this man born blind. He is then 

immediately sent to wash in the pool, and  

receives his sight.  

There is a paOern which we see every week. 

A?er the experience of Christ as the fountain 

of Living Water (the Holy Spirit, that is) we are 

reminded, like the Apostles, not to try and 

spread the Word un l clothed with power from on high, but having 

received the Holy Spirit, we must, like them, spread the good news, the 

Gospel, and give our tes mony before all men and all na ons.  

We have a tes mony to give. God has given us eternal life, and  free-

dom from the bondage of our passions.  

Christ is Risen!  

Indeed, He is Risen!
